To avoid static, the film should be processed at room temperature of 20 to 23°C and a relative humidity

between 50 - 60 %.

Storage conditions:

We recommend storing in original packaging at room temperature below 30°C not directly exposed to sun light and
humidity. After transport and storage in cold temperature, acclimatisation of 1 hour per reel diameter or stacking

height is necessary.
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
